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Recently, I was privileged to be invited to lunch with a well-known pastor. After greeting one another with the usual courtesies, we quickly shifted our conversation to outreach. The pastor stated that he recently asked a young woman visiting his church how sure was she that she would go to heaven if she died tonight. She stated she was five hundred percent sure because she lead a good moral life.








Even though good moral behavior can be attributed to Christianity, it would be more of a Christian character trait than a means to achieve one’s salvation. If one could achieve salvation through good moral behavior, heaven would be a large bragging session rather than an eternity of worshiping and praising God. Also, if one could achieve salvation through good moral behavior, then Christ would not have had to die for our sins. Therefore, positive morality is a byproduct of salvation rather than a means to obtain salvation.








Christian service is an obvious proof of one’s salvation. James stated “Faith without works is dead.” (James 2:26). Therefore, a true believer in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord will also be a faithful servant to one’s church. However, serving on a  church nominating committee, in most churches, is a tiresome, thankless job, because so few members are willing to serve.
