      Last week, Heyward Evans and I were messengers from our respective churches to the Southern Baptist Convention. Before I evaluate this event, I would like to thank the church for sending us. Many ministers unfortunately serve in ministerial contexts where they must incur all their convention expenses as well as use vacation time to attend such a meeting. Your generosity toward Heyward and me will always be greatly appreciated.


     However, I must be a good steward of your generosity and report on the events/results of this meeting. While it was refreshing to see many ministerial colleagues, the convention proceedings were tense and foreboding. The resolutions committee refused to acknowledge such needed repentance from abortion. Yet, they quickly dealt with sexual abuse. It seemed that repentance for murder was less needed than sexual misconduct.  Since both these sins are heinous, repentance should be equally mandated scripturally.


     The convention officers election was also contentious. Four candidates were vying for convention president. After the first ballot, a run-off was necessary between Mike Stone from Georgia and Ed Lister from Alabama. Ed Lister won the run-off by fifty-two percent. However, many messengers were concerned that Dr. Lister will define his presidency by ignoring issues such as critical race theory and intersectionality.


     While these terms may seem foreign to the average Southern Baptist, they are important terms that should  be defined and studied. Critical race theory states that “racism is engrained in the fabric of our culture” and is based on “white privilege and white supremacy, which perpetuates the marginalization of people of color.” Intersectionality is about “the multiple layers of oppression minorities suffer.” These terms are Neo-Marxists in origin and are instituted to cripple the church’s evangelical mission and further divide the Southern Baptist Convention and the United States.


     During the summer, I will be addressing these important issues that face the church, the Southern Baptist Convention and the United States. Please pray as fervently as you know how for the future of our denomination and nation.
